He spoke about his interview process for the BYU head coaching job and
some of the details of his final interview with now President Henry B. Eyring.  He told us that not one time during his final
interview was the topic of football ever brought up, Instead all Pres. Eyring wanted to talk about was Bronco's testimony. 
After Bronco shared his testimony, Pres. Eyring told him "your our man"!  Bronco finished by telling some stories from his
youth and about his father.
